Pulp Virilities and Post-War American Culture. 

London: Palgrave Macmillan, 2022. 182 pp. 

The plots of many formula fictions unfold around the predicament of an “everyman” who, in a moment of crisis, is challenged to test his mettle; in so doing, he measures himself against an array of culturally available models of heroic or romantic masculine competence. Such books repeatedly ask their readers to imagine what it is to be a man. The answers provided, however, are more varied and unsettling than we might expect. At the same, time, such popular works provide in compelling if highly sensationalized form rich cultural genealogies for the workaday misogyny and institutionalized forms of racism entrenched within American culture. Advancing the need for a replete critical history of portrayals of masculinity in all spaces of the American imagination, Pulp Virilities interrogates the vast, remarkably varied repertoire of masculine performance in postwar cultural production. 
Radical Legacies: Twentieth Century Public Intellectuals in the United States. 
Lanham, MD: Lexington (Rowman & Littlefield), 2015. 161 pp.
What use is thinking? This study addresses the ways in which modern American thinkers have intervened in the public sphere and attempted to mediate relations between social and political institutions and cultural and intellectual production. Chapters on both well-known and neglected public intellectuals address problems of critical dissent during wartime, the contemporary crisis of the humanities under neoliberalism, and the perils of consumer culture and popular taste, arguing that any “use-value” theory of intellectual production is limiting.
“Haints”: American Ghosts, Millennial Passions, and Contemporary Gothic Fiction. Tuscaloosa: University of Alabama Press, 2011. 168 pp.

In the horror tradition, ghosts are the disembodied dead: solicitous, desirous, who have not finished living, who want our aid in their unfinished business. Otherwise, in the West, ghosts are those improperly buried, unburied, or unceremoniously so. In other traditions, of course, ghosts are spirits, malign, daemonic, or frivolous, and not necessarily the spirits of those who once lived, although they may assume the lineaments of ancestors for purposes of their own.  Ghosts, too, symbolize the future that will swamp us. Finally, ghosts return because it is we who want something of them; in this regard it is not so much the dead that haunt the living, but the living that obsessively haunt the dead.  This study of ghosts, memory, and ethnic identity in contemporary American literature investigates the cultural thematics of memory and apocalypse as a ghosting, a haunting of the dead in all of these senses, and posits that the ongoing cultural work of the new century will involve a full reckoning of the unimagined capaciousness of a “post-American” world.  
Turncoats, Traitors, and Fellow Travelers: Culture and Politics of the Early Cold War.
Jackson: University Press of Mississippi, 2008. 200 pp.
This study of the cultural work of the early Cold War considers significant (and lesser known) cultural figures and how they and participated, responded to, and resisted the construction of emergent discourses of the Cold War (after 1948). The Cold War was unique in the way cultural productions and practices of everyday personal life, as well as political ideologies and institutions, were enlisted in the production of consensus. This Cold War consensus instantiated a seemingly hegemonic, American, and nationally unified culture devoted to fostering the global spread of what Frances Stonor Saunders has termed “freedomism.” This study traces the historical contours of the manufacture of consent during the early years of the Cold War by critically examining a series of key thinkers and writers who understood their work to be politically and socially engaged. I argue that a fugitive culture, in part complicit but largely and in complex ways resistant, emerged as various “popular front” writers and activists variously fled into exile, went underground, or grudgingly accommodated themselves to the new order. Further, I contend that this complex of responses had and continues to have profound effects on American and international cultural and intellectual life. 

Raids on Human Consciousness: Writing, Anarchism, and Violence.

Columbia: University of South Carolina Press, 1998. 275 pp.
Exploring what I term “the dream life of political violence,” this study examines the contention that violence may be taken to instil the capacity for radical change and as such, is one of the shaping forces of modern society. Raids begins with the anarchist inquiry into the relationship of violence to the imaginary and explores the public images of anarchism in early twentieth century literature and popular culture. The book analyzes the diverse strategies by which modern writers encounter, derive, deflect, and manipulate fantasies of violence, and concludes by exploring the resurgent interest in anarchist thought among the New Left and after, and considers the implications for contemporary writers.

Rust Never Sleeps: Radical Cultures of the Great Lakes
The cities and the rural areas of the Great Lakes basin, populated largely by immigrants, have been at the core of two (American and Canadian/Commonwealth) modern empires and have produced a possibly unique North American culture now largely perceived to be in decline, if not outright decay—even as our post-industrial culture is being transformed by new immigrants and precarious “globalized” knowledge and service economies.  Yet, as a field of cultural inquiry, Great Lakes Studies can scarcely be said to exist. Focusing primarily on radical and utopian communities in the nineteenth century, this study critically considers the problem of the Great Lakes as a cultural region by interrogating the distinct cultural practices have shaped—or continue to shape—it. I contend that, due to the transnational exchange of ideas among radical political movements (suffrage, abolition, labor, as well as the 1837 Upper Canada rebellion against British parliamentary power) along the Niagara Corridor in the 19th century, the Great Lakes region formed a matrix for North American progressivism.
